Clamour of Anew Beginnings

As soon as the newly established
Darjeeling Hills University was granted
permission to begin the admissions
process and admit its first batch of
students, new deadlier variants of the
Coronavirus disease had befallen upon
the world. With State coffers strained
along with the new normal of lockdowns,
there was not much progression on the
construction of the university’'s new
campus, and the students who deserved
to be at their university did not have any
course for respite. Like many cases the
world over, the students of the university,
in this case the first batch admitted,
completed their degrees without even
seeing its gates and attending classes at
a neighboring host university. The second
batch admitted would have followed a
similar sombre trajectory had the
government not taken the decision to
jump-start the process of return to a
more nourishing normal this year. It is
without doubt that there are and will be
innumerable challenges in the near and
distant futures, but these timeframes are
miniscule when compared to the dream
for one's own university that had been
decades in the making. There is finally
one's such university, and on April 9, 2024
at 10:00 am, the university's first on-
campus classes commenced with the
clamoring of the gong.

A University coming into Being

This photograph was taken a few weeks prior
to the clamouring of the gong, perhaps the
word collapsing was providence, the particular
alphabet a transcription of numerous
questions demanding reckoning. Surely it must
have been some superintendence, the Internal
Assessment Survey was being conducted. The
intended campus for the Darjeeling Hills
University is being built at Jogighat, Mungpoo.
For the time being, the university is operating
out of the ITI building premises, not too far
from Jogighat. The infrastructure in these
premises were constructed quite recently and
is reliably new. During the peak of the
pandemic, the premises were used as a
quarantine  centre  for  patients, and
occasionally hosted members of various
armed forces. Due to unoccupancy, the
infrastructure had fallen into disrepair, and the
photograph captured that condition. However,
with immense help from different government
bodies and local residents, repairs have been
made, infrastructure has been upgraded, and
additional facilities have been installed. The
neighbouring residents even offered to—and
did—sweep and mop the entire building so
that the incoming students would have clean
classrooms. Even the missing alphabet was
inserted, albeit noticeably. However, this
noticeable glitch serves as a reminder that the
region’s university is coming into being, just like
the great institutions of today did in the past. It
is a worthwhile endeavour.

Conjuring something out of dreams and imagination is fundamental to what it means to be
human. Universities are among the highest manifestations of the human desire for betterment.
Nalanda mahavihara, considered to be the world's first residential university and among the
loftiest centres of learning in the ancient world, is emblematic of the transmuting of dreams
into bricks, mortar and institutional structures. Nalanda played a dynamic role in promoting
arts, sciences and philosophical reflection during the 5th and 6th century CE. Nearby its ruins
can be found today the Nalanda International University, brought into being to recover,
celebrate and emulate this famed ancient seat of learning.

It may seem vainglorious to compare the infant Darjeeling Hills University to this hallowed
history, but we must also hang on to our dream, that DHU will also turn one day into a
renowned institution with a solid geometrical body, with all the dimensions of length, breadth,
and thickness once resources are allowed to stream into it.

Two schools of thought that Nalanda was home to are Madhyamaka and Yogacara. While
the first asserts the ultimate emptiness and conventional reality of all phenomena (leading to
discussions around H'E[ﬁﬂ?q), the second is idedlistic. These contrasting positions regarding
the analysis of emptiness and the status of mind are in some ways reflective of the mundane
but critical predicament facing us today, in terms of how we perceive the pregnant
possibilities of DHU, both material and immaterial.

In the last two weeks of my treks up and down the hills, some academics have expressed
their skepticism about a 'pie-in-the-sky’ DHU in these terms: SIPICT-FN I6T FT or gIdT Hgel
9137 in Nepali or more graphically: Y& # Uenld deT in Hindi. This counter-position of the
imagination with hard reality calls to mind the philosophical deliberations held in Nalanda all
those centuries ago.

Those debates invite us to consider what is feasible in our materialist world. Jogighat was/is
not just named after a wraith-like Yogi (or practitioner of Yoga). It is now the sanctioned site
for DHU that may allow us (through the lenses of different disciplines) to imaginatively but
redlistically mull over how history and place frame and affect us in our diverse ways of being
and knowing. In my last newsletter | invoked Heidegger's idea of the university's 'being’
possible, and its raison d'etre. | firmly believe in this and that is why | am here. My task is to
translate this potential into an inevitability, a certitude that DHU will come about one day in its
full glory.

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University Admissions Policy

As per the Preamble of its founding legislation,
Darjeeling Hills University was established to
promote advancement and dissemination of
knowledge and learning, and extending higher
education, to serve the society and nation.
Furthermore, the State Education Policy 2023 of
the West Bengal Government plans to place
special emphasis on enhancing the educational
attainment of students in the region by, among
other initiatives, augmenting the educational
infrastructure. This education policy also places
great concern on the betterment of education for
children of workers in the tea growing areas of the
region, along with the need to enroll more women
into the education system due to the low score of
the region on the Gender Parity Index. While
Darjeeling District does comparably better and
leads in West Bengal (apart from Kolkata) in terms
of Gross Enrollment Ratio, the score is still well
below forty percent. Although not strictly related
to university-level education, it is worth pointing
out that Darjeeling and Kalimpong Districts rank
last on the Ministry of Education’s District-level
Performance Grading Index. In light of these
reasons, the eligibility criteria for applying to
academic  programmes of Darjeeling Hills
University has been framed to promote inclusivity
and non-discrimination. Additionally, it is also
engaging in reparative inclusion by extending
higher education to the people of the region who
had previously been left behind and deprived due
to issues of unaffordability, geography, and other
limitations to access. Some examples of these are
— there are no restrictions on when an applicant
should have completed their graduation, and the
age limit for applying has been widened to 40
(may be relaxed up to a maximum of five years if
the designated Competent Authority is satisfied
with the merit of the case) for applying to the on-
campus postgraduate programmes.

About Darjeeling Hills

University

A new era in the history of
Darjeeling Hills dawns with the
establishment of Darjeeling Hills
University in  the Himalayan
foothills of West Bengal. It will
open up new vistas in the
academic arena of the hilly
terrain of Darjeeling Himalayas.
Lying amidst the pine-studded
slopes of the Eastern Himalayas,
set against the snow-capped
peaks and blanketed by the
emerald-green tea and
cinchona plantation, this seat of
learning aims to cater for the
long-awaited need of higher
education and research
activities in this region. The
objective of the University will be
to disseminate knowledge by
offering courses in  higher
education and research facilities
with special emphasis on the
amelioration of the socio-
economic status of the people of
this region as well as the
widening of their academic,
intellectual and cultural horizon.
The  foundation stone  of
Darjeeling Hills University was
loid in  September 2018 at
Jogighat, Mungpoo, where the
construction is ongoing. It was
included in the University Grants
Commission’s List of Universities
in September 2022. The only
university in the Darjeeling hills is
currently functioning from the
new [Tl premises at Bhasmey,
Mungpoo.




Scholarships

Darjeeling Hills University has helped its students become the beneficiaries of two West
Bengal Government sponsored scholarships — Swami Vivekananda Merit-Cum-Means
Scholarship Scheme and Kanyashree Prakalpa (Kanyashree-lil).

Swami Vivekananda Merit-Cum-Means Scholarship Scheme

The Swami Vivekananda Merit-Cum-Means Scholarship Scheme aims to assist the meritorious
students having annual family income not exceeding two lakhs and fifty thousand rupees in
the State of West Bengal for pursuing higher studies, and to give scholarships at different
levels of higher studies, at educational institutions based in West Bengal.

Eligibility

Attained at least 53% marks in undergraduate degree's Honours subject.
Annual family income should be less that two lakhs and fifty thousand rupees.
Student must be resident of West Bengal.

Student should not be the beneficiary of any other Government scholarship.

Scholarship Award

 Students pursuing post-graduate studies in Arts (MA) will receive Rs. 2000 per month.
« Students pursuing post-graduate studies in Sciences (MSc) will receive Rs. 2500 per month.

Kanyashree Prakalpa (Kanyashree-lil)

Kanyashree Prakalpa (Kanyashree-lll) Scholarship falls under the aegis of the Swami
Vivekananda Merit-cum-means Scholarship Scheme. It aims to assist girls studying post-
graduate courses at educational institutions based in West Bengal. There are no annual
family income criteria.

Reservation Policies

Applications under the categories of Scheduled Castes (SC), Scheduled Tribes (ST),
and Other Backward Classes (OBC)

Darjeeling Hills University is a public state university established and funded by the
Government of West Bengal. Accordingly, applicants belonging to the constitutional
categories of SC, ST, and OBC of the States other than West Bengal are not entitled to the
benefits of reserved seats. Applicants belonging to the constitutional categories of SC, ST and
OBC of other states may apply as unreserved or general category candidates. At the time of
verification of documents, applicants provisionally selected under these reserved categories
will have to submit the attested copy of their SC, ST or OBC certificate, issued in their name,
by the competent authority in the Government of West Bengal. Otherwise, the applicant’s
admission shall be denied. Furthermore, with regard to OBC certificate, the date of issue of
the certificate, issued by the competent authority, shall not be earlier than the preceding year.
The certificate should clearly indicate which category they belong to (OBC-A or OBC-A), and
that they do not belong to the creamy layer of the society at the time of
counselling/admission. If the applicant cannot produce the non-creamy layer certificate at
the time of admission, a period of ten days, at the most, will be given to the candidate to
produce the same. Otherwise the applicant's admission shall be denied.

Applications under the category of Economically Weaker Section (EWS)

Applicants applying under the category of EWS will be considered upon the production of
their Income and Asset Certificate issued after April 1, 2024. The certificate should clearly
mention that the annual family income is below eight lakh rupees along with other conditions
as laid down by the Department of Higher Education, Government of West Bengal in Memo
No. 339-Edn (CS)/OM-74L/2023 dated 26.05.2023. At the time of verification of documents,
applicants provisionally selected under this category will have to submit the attested copy of
their aforementioned Income Certificate, issued in their name, by the competent authority in
the Government of West Bengal. If the applicant cannot produce their above-mentioned
Income Certificate at the time of admission, a period of ten days, at the most, will be given to
the candidate to produce the same. Otherwise, the applicant’s admission shall be denied.

Applications under the category of Persons with Disability (PWD)

Applicants applying under the category of PWD will be considered as per the provisions laid
down under Notification No. 65-Edn(U)/1U-89/13 by the Department of Higher Education,
Government of West Bengal dated 16.01.2014. Such applicants will need to submit the
attested copy of their disability certificate, issued by Superintendent of a State/Central
Government Hospital stating their physical disability. At the time of verification of documents,
such applicants provisionally selected will also have to submit their aforementioned PWD
certificate, issued in their name, by the competent authority in the Government of West
Bengal. Otherwise, the applicant’'s admission shall be denied.

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Project ‘Nirmaan’:
Institutional Goals for 2024-2026

Darjeeling Hills University's nascence has come to be the thematic of this Prospectus. With
proper university operations only commencing in April of this year at the ITI Mungpoo premises,
the needs of the university and its students are manifold, and the initiatives that ought to be
initiated are multitudinous and multifaceted. Project ‘Nirmaan’ is the amalgamation of these
initiatives that we plan on undertaking and accomplishing in the next eighteen months. The
guiding intentionality of the project is to provide for the immediate academic and material
needs of the students with deliberate haste, while laying the foundations for other long-term
academic ventures and pursuits that a public university should represent. In this section, we
will provide brief descriptions of some of the initiatives we intend on pursuing under this
project.

Media Lab

The university offers a post-graduate programme in Mass Communication, and under the
guidance of our present programme co-coordinator Dr. Subhojyoti Kundu, we have achieved
relatively successful results when taking into account the pandemic. A student of the
programme, Mayuri Poddar, was recently felicitated in April 2024 by the Public Relations
Society of India, and it was all due to the efforts of the educators involved. We expect a
healthy enrollment during this admission cycle, and have resolved to build a good training lab
for these incoming students, and in accordance, have requested the Government to aid us.
Descriptively titled '‘Media Lab’, we envision it as not only becoming the training ground for
students of the Mass Communication programme, but also a center for researching all that
can be considered media, be it the medium of hardware itself, or the ever-changing domain
of new media. Concisely, we expect it to be the fulcrum in this Himalayan region of the
aphorism that the ‘'medium is the message’.

Social Science and Humanities Lab

Graduate studies at the university currently include two language programmes—Nepali and
English—along with the History and Political Science programmes. Beyond the teaching of
mandated curriculum, we intend on providing the students with resources to implement and
experiment with their fields of study. This initiative hinges on the idea that labs should not only
be restricted to the natural sciences and practical/professional studies. While the university is
currently not in a position to provide state of the art equipment, we intend on establishing a
lab for these students with the minimum requirements for projects such as literature and
language preservation, archiving, and data and survey analysis. Therefore, we plan on
providing a few good computers, a quality scanner, recording equipment, and most
importantly, a room. We certainly hope that this initiative will branch out in the future to
different focuses such as a language lab, a data lab, and a digital humanities lab, however for
now, we will endeavour to provide the minimum necessities.

Upon deliberating on how the university should allocate its resources meant for Institutional
Social Responsibility, we realized that a public university should do what it does best — help
educate. The university campus is located in a semi-urban place called Mungpoo, known for
its medicinal cinchona plantations and the bungalow of Rabindranath Tagore with a literary
and historical legacy. Our planned Chimeki Siksha Sahayata Initiative aims to help the
secondary and higher secondary students from the neighbouring villages with their studies by
hosting day-long tutorial sessions every week, with our university students as the educators. In
a remote place such as this, it will not only provide an avenue for practical training to our
students but will also be of benefit to the society, a goal which the preamble of the university’s
founding legislation dictates.

Vaachanmala Lecture and Seminar Series

Vaachanmala refers to public sphere dialogues, and we intend on hosting monthly special
lectures and quarterly seminars under this banner. Although the invited abstracts and topics
will be limited to matters pertaining to this Himalayan region, we will extend invitations to
serious scholars from all parts of the globe who express interest in deliberating within this
limitation. Optimistically, we hope that these academic dialogues can be published by the
university in the form of books, and we have preemptively initiated the process of registering
for ISBN and ISSN identifiers.

Pahar Ra Khola Sanvaad: A Bulletin of Himalayan Studies

We do not plan to publish a single issue of this proposed journal in the next eighteen months,
unless there is providence induced smooth sailing, which reasonably seems unlikely. The
proposed journal we intend to establish is for the long-term accomplishments of the
institution. It will naturally be headquartered at Darjeeling Hills University, but to achieve the
desired riguor, repute and indexation, we want to convince upcoming and senior scholars
from all over the globe who are interested in research outcomes from this region to be a part
of the editorial team. Therefore, under the period of Project '‘Nirmaan’, we want to focus on
establishing an outstanding editorial board and doing the groundwork for the first issue,
rather than hastily publishing the journal itself. Similar to the Vaachanmala series, the focus will
be limited to deliberations on the region, but the invitations for abstracts will be extended to
all serious researchers who desire to contribute within this scope. Furthermore, one of our
unflinching objectives is that the journal should be multilingual, which is another reason for the
estimated delay.

« Currently, there are no sanctioned teaching posts at the university, and the classes are being
conducted by faculty members from nearby higher education institutions.

¢ Due to the main campus still under construction, there are no hostel and mess facilities for the
students. The administration has conducted meetings with functionaries of all neighboring
residential societies and they have agreed to provide accommodations to students at reasonable
rates. Members from these societies have also taken the initiative to regularly patrol the area so
that the students will do not face any discomfort, harassment or danger.

« The admission process will start—tentatively—in the first week of September 2024, and the relevant
details will be published on the university website (dhu.edu.in).

e Candidates will be selected on merit, and the lists of candidates will be prepared accordingly.
According to the Merit List, candidate will pay and take online admission. Names of the selected
candidates will be published on the university website and admission portal through different Merit
Lists. Once a student’'s name appears in the Merit List and they fail to take admission within
stipulated time, their names will not be considered in any subsequent list of the same subject.
